“I wish I had straight hair”; “I’d love curly hair”; “I’d like to be taller”; “I wish I was thinner”. At times, teenagers all want to look a bit more like someone else. However, the images (形象) we see on TV and social medial can give us unrealistic (不切实际的) ideas about our bodies “should” look. But the truth is that everyone is different. That’s a good thing. And building body confidence (自信) is really important for teenagers. 
    So what is body confidence? 
    Body confidence is when someone accepts, appreciates and behaves kindly towards their body. That includes our size and shape, skin color, appearance and any physical disabilities. Jade Parnel from the Center for Appearance Research (CAR), says that having body confidence is “about being accepting of your body and what it does for you.”
    Why is it important? 
    If you feel good about your body, you will probably take care of it. Research has even shown that you are more likely to take part in activities and perform well in school. However, feeling bad about your body could make you do less well at school and even feel depressed. Jade Parnell says that the cost of trying to achieve the “perfect” appearance is high. She adds,  “If you are spending a lot of time trying to look a certain way, you will have less time to spend time with friends and to make important memories.”
    How can we have body confidence? 
    It’s important to remember that everybody is different. To develop body confidence, Jade Parnell suggests:
    ●Try not to talk something bad about your own body or other people’s bodies. 
    ●Focus on the things you like about yourself. Thinking positively can help you feel more confident. 
    ● People like you for many reasons. Write down the nice things people say to you and always remind yourself that you are more than how you look. 
    ●Changing the way we think about how we look can take time. That’s OK. Accepting your body is a process.
