Currently, with the continuous advancement of the concept of social inclusiveness and the
vigorous development of special education, special music education in China is gradually
receiving more attention and emphasis. The establishment of special education schools has
provided individuals with special educational needs (such as autism spectrum disorders, hearing
impairments, visual impairments, etc.) with opportunities to learn music. Music education
activities help to discover and cultivate the musical talents of these special groups, enhance their
self-confidence and social skills, thereby promoting the process of social integration, fostering
comprehensive individual development, and improving quality of life. In this process, music
education plays an important role. An increasing number of music educators are also expanding
their professional horizons to the emerging field of special music education.

Although China's special music education system has been gradually established since the
reform and opening up, it still has some deficiencies compared with advanced foreign countries,
such as the lack of hardware facilities for music education, uneven distribution of teaching staff,
the need to improve professional standards and evaluation systems, and the lack of strong policy
and legal support. Research on special music education is also relatively scarce, especially for
areas below the prefecture-level cities. As a researcher in music education, I hope to contribute my
humble efforts to the development of special music education in three special education schools in
Chuxiong Prefecture through this research, in order to further promote the development of local
special music education.

The focus of this research is on three special education schools in Chuxiong Prefecture.
Primarily through on-site investigations and personal teaching practices in these schools, the
research employed multiple methods such as literature review, practical approach, observation,
interviews, and comparative studies to examine the actual situations of music teaching, teacher
workforce, school support, and government support. It analyzed the existing problems in music
education and conducted an in-depth discussion on the causes, ultimately proposing targeted
solutions. The research aims to promote the development of special music education in the special
education sector in Chuxiong Prefecture, striving to become a distinctive model of special

education in ethnic minority areas in China.



Abstract

The thesis is divided into six parts: introduction, body (four chapters), and conclusion. The
introduction presents the rationale and background of the research topic, the research objectives
and significance, an overview of relevant domestic and international literature, and an explanation
of the research content and methods. Chapter 1 defines the concepts of special education, special
schools, special children, and special music education, elaborates on the role of special music
education, and analyzes its relationship with general music education, music psychology, and
music therapy. Chapter 2, through survey research and teaching practice, comprehensively
examines and analyzes the current situation of music curriculum design, music teaching activities,
teacher workforce development, and school and government support in the three special education
schools in Chuxiong Prefecture. Chapter 3 summarizes the existing problems in music teaching,
faculty, and support at the schools and conducts a causal analysis. Chapter 4, based on the findings
from the previous three chapters, proposes targeted solutions aimed at improving the current state
of special music education and promoting its healthy and sustainable development in the local area.
Finally, the conclusion systematically reviews the core research content of the entire thesis and
objectively comments on the potential limitations and deficiencies in the research process. It also
discusses the theoretical and practical significance of the research and prospects for future
in-depth studies.

Through the investigation and research, although special music education has gradually
attracted attention in Chinese education, there are still many problems in special education schools
in Chuxiong, including the lack of music education resources, insufficient teachers and
insufficient investment. In order to solve these problems, countermeasures such as strengthening
resource construction, teacher training and increasing investment are put forward. The author
hopes that this study can provide certain reference value for promoting the healthy development
of special music education in Chuxiong Prefecture, and arouse the high attention of Chuxiong

Prefecture government.
