Hunger has many different causes, according
to Dr. Tello, from Harvard Medical School.

The first cause may be medical problems. “If a person always feels hungry and can’t put
on weight or even loses weight, he should go to the hospital. For people with Type 1 diabetes
(¥ JK 97 ), their body isn’t able to process sugar. They eat a lot but still lose weight and they
feel terrible.” Tello said.

If it 1sn’t a medical cause, the problem could be in the head. It is reasonable to be hungry
every three to five hours. However, you are able to eat often and a lot after watching food ads
on TV or social media.

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The Little Stream Choir ( {/NEILEEH])) was started at a primary school in Dongcun,
Jiangxi.
