With the mobility of rural social structure, it is difficult for rural family pension
and institutional pension to deal with the deepening rural pension problem alone. At
the same time, the supply of rural social pension services is limited, and the formal
guarantee pension support of the market model is insufficient. In such a realistic
background, the mutual assistance pension model through the integration of rural
resources, with the lower cost to mobilize the elderly group to participate in mutual
assistance activities to jointly solve the pension problem has been widely practiced
everywhere. However, as a new socialized pension model of rural mutual assistance,
local practice is still facing the dilemma of not sustainable development. Among them,
financial investment, service quality and the lagging cognition of the elderly group are
still prominent problems restricting the development of rural mutual assistance. In the
face of the above difficulties, the government encourages the provision of social
support to promote the sustainable development of rural mutual assistance. Social
support is divided into its providers, which can be divided into formal support and
informal support. The former mainly refers to the relevant policy, financial support
provided by national governments, urban communities, rural communities and social
organizations; the economic, life care and spiritual support for the elderly provided by
relatives, neighbors and friends. However, the existing literature on social support and
rural mutual assistance for elderly care is not rich enough, and the construction of the
social support system in rural areas needs further theoretical and practical exploration
and research.

Based on the above situation, this paper tries to from the perspective of social
support theory, in Tongren mountains building ping village, xinzhuang village, Lin
hai village rural mutual happiness courtyard as a research object, using the analysis
framework of formal support and informal support, combined with the questionnaire
survey and field interview method for the region development of rural mutual pension

social support practice, existing problems, reasons behind the analysis, and put

forward the construction of rural rural mutual pension social support system. Through
field research, it is concluded that the problems in the development of mutual pension
social support in the region are mainly as follows: formal support, The supply of
government support funds is limited; At the community support level, there are
problems such as imperfect system management, single source of funds, poor
management and operation effect and lack of social organization support; Informal
support aspect, The elderly groups in rural areas are limited by human feelings, Most
of the elderly do not receive financial support from relatives and neighbors; Life care
and support is bound by traditional concepts, Only a few of the elderly have received
life care support from relatives and neighbors, In terms of spiritual comfort and
support, There are some problems, such as less communication.

Through the presentation of the problem and analyzing the causes, This paper
holds that the construction of social support system for mutual care in rural areas
should be improved at several levels: the government level, Strengthening the
top-level design, Improve relevant laws and regulations; Increase the economic input,
Provide economic security; Encourage the participation of social forces; Community
support level, Improve the specific management norms, In conjunction with social
organizations, Cooperate with social organizations to jointly operate the mutual
assistance and happiness institute; Establish an association for the elderly, Improve
the sustainable development of mutual assistance for the aged; At the social
organization level, Cultivating local social organizations, Improve the ability and
level of participation in mutual aid for elderly care, Cultivate a professional talent
team, Provide professional service support. In terms of informal support, strengthen
the education and publicity of active aging policy, promote the culture of mutual aid,
improve the understanding of mutual support culture, establish the correct values of
the elderly; rebuild the village social capital, strengthen the trust among the elderly,
strengthen the social relationship network, promote the circulation of social resources

between them, enhance the cognition and acceptance of mutual support, and improve
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the willingness to participate in mutual support.
