Abstract

In the context of the implementation of the new curriculum standards, new textbooks,
and the new college entrance examination , the application of large-unit teaching has become
an important instructional model in high school ideological and political education.
Large-unit teaching mainly highlights the word "big" and emphasizes the holistic and
systematic nature of teaching.The current practical needs of education determine that
large-unit teaching is the key path to implement core literacy, the practical requirement for
constructing activity courses, the inevitable choice for unifying the content of teaching
materials, and the due meaning of changing the evaluation method. Its value lies in updating
the teaching philosophy of ideological and political teachers, improving the professional
ability of ideological and political teachers, cultivating students' subject core literacy, and
stimulating students' motivation for in-depth learning.

This study focuses on teachers and students from three high schools in Nanjing, aiming
to understand the current situation of the application of large-unit teaching in high school
ideological and political courses. The survey found that the current application of large-unit
teaching in high school ideological and political courses has certain effects on promoting
teachers' value recognition, highlighting students' main position, developing students'
comprehensive ability, and improving classroom effectiveness. However, there are still some
problems, such as the lack of clarity in the formulation of large-unit teaching objectives, the
lack of integration in the refinement of teaching themes, the inappropriate design of teaching
situations, the insufficient implementation of teaching activities, and the incomplete
implementation of teaching evaluation. Tracing back to the roots, these problems are mainly
the result of the interaction of various factors such as teachers' professional quality and
students' own quality.Teachers lack a clear sense of purpose, theme integration ability and
situational innovation ability, students lack enthusiasm to participate in teaching activities,

and teaching evaluation activities lack diversity.



Abstract

To address these issues, this study proposes the following optimization measures: Firstly,
by emphasizing the goal orientation of core competencies, focusing on the interconnectedness
of teaching goals, and ensuring the operability of teaching goals, large-unit teaching
objectives can be refined; Secondly, by enriching the elements of large-unit teaching themes,
enhancing the value orientation of teaching themes, and improving teachers' ability to
integrate themes, large-unit teaching themes can be accurately refined; Thirdly, by carefully
designing large-unit teaching scenarios through connecting with students' realities and
utilizing inquiry-based questions and classical stories; Fourthly, by continuously innovating
the forms of teaching activities, enhancing the organization of teaching activities, and
expanding the scope of teaching activity implementation to accurately implement large-unit
teaching activities; Fifthly, by constructing a sophisticated large-unit teaching evaluation
system through diverse assessment methods, multidimensional evaluation content, and diverse
evaluation subjects.
