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Abstract

The rural living environment is the foundation of farmers' production and life, closely
related to the development of rural areas, and also reflects the achievements of rural
development and construction in China. He believes that the happiness of the people's
lives throughout the country is largely related to the smooth development of agriculture,
rural areas, and farmers. Therefore, the overall focus of the Party's work should be on the
issues of agriculture, rural areas, and farmers, which is also a key link in implementing the
rural revitalization strategy. The report explains the importance of rural living environment
governance work. In February 2018, the General Office of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of China and the General Office of the State Council issued the "Three
Year Action Plan for Rural Residential Environment Governance", with a strategic focus
on implementing the "Five in One" and "Four Comprehensives" in governance. However,
due to factors such as geography and population, there are still some areas that have not
achieved good results in residential environment governance, and some areas still have
environmental problems, At the same time, the mismatch between the public's demand for
a better life and the speed of social development has become a major contradiction in
China's society, which has led to the challenging task of governance of rural living
environment. Based on this, this article takes W Town, Zhaodong City, Suihua City,
Heilongjiang Province as the research object, from the perspective of governance theory
and sustainable development theory, and based on the summary of my actual participation
in governance work, proposes the problems in the rural living environment governance
work of W Town, and conducts targeted systematic analysis to develop effective solutions,
providing assistance for the rural living environment governance work of W Town.

Based on practical work, a framework has been formed for the governance of rural
living environment in W Town, including the construction of infrastructure and the

formulation of governance mechanisms. But at the same time, there are also certain

shortcomings, which have not formed long-term governance, and the governance results
are not obvious. After summarizing and summarizing, this article will analyze from the
following dimensions: the government's governance capacity is lacking in the governance
process, the market has not played a dominant role, social participation in governance is
not deep, and rural cultural construction is lacking; The main reasons for these problems
include the constraints of traditional governance concepts, the absence of market
participants in governance, the absence of comprehensive factors affecting social
governance, and deviations in rural cultural construction. Therefore, this article proposes
targeted solutions by studying theoretical knowledge and combining with the governance
experience of excellent places: strengthening governance capacity construction, fully
leveraging the role of market resource allocation, taking multiple measures to guide
society to actively participate in governance work, and strengthening the construction of

rural civilization to form a good new atmosphere.
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
