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Abstract

Since the middle of the Ming Dynasty, the confinement of women in traditional thought was
gradually loosened, and women's consciousness was increasingly awakened, against this
background, a number of outstanding female opera singers emerged. According to scholars'
research, there are nearly thirty female opera singers in China's history that can be examined in the
Ming and Qing Dynasties, among which Wang Yun, an opera singer who lived in the Qianlong
and Jiaqing periods of the Qing Dynasty, is one of the outstanding representatives. Through the
case study of Wang Gyun, this paper makes it clear that Wang Gyun was an outstanding
representative of female opera singers during the Qianlong and Jiaqing periods. Second, Wang
Gyun's opera works "Dream of Prosperity" and "Full Fortunes" are analyzed in depth to
understand the main content of Wang Gyun's legendary plays and the value of women implicit in
the text, and to show the unique artistic value and charm presented by Wang Gyun's opera works.
