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Research On The Innovation And Development Model Of The New

ABSTRACT A strong country must first have a strong agriculture; only a
strong agriculture can lead to a strong nation. A powerful agricultural sector is an
essential foundation for a modern socialist country. Rural collective economic
organizations are the fundamental organizational carriers for the development of
agriculture and rural areas in China, playing an irreplaceable role in ensuring our
country's food security, promoting the comprehensive implementation of the rural
revitalization strategy, and achieving the modernization of agriculture and rural areas.
From a practical perspective, while China's new type of rural collective economy has
achieved initial results, it also faces issues in management, development, and
distribution, urgently needing to explore new models and paths for the development
of new rural collective economies. Innovation in the development model of rural
collective economy is an inevitable choice for the sustainable development of the new
type of rural collective economy. Jiaozuo City, with its typical characteristic
agriculture, has a certain representativeness in Henan Province and even across the
country. Taking Jiaozuo City as an example, this paper conducts a systematic study of
the development model of the new type of rural collective economy, aiming to
explore an effective model for the development of new collective economies from
both theoretical and practical levels.

This paper is divided into five parts:

The first part is the introduction, which mainly discusses the background,
purpose, and significance of the topic. It systematically studies existing domestic and
international research literature to determine the specific research approach of this
paper.

The second part defines the relevant concepts of the new type of rural collective
economy and briefly explains the theoretical basis.

The third part analyzes the current development status of the new type of rural
collective economy in Jiaozuo City. By analyzing the basic situation, development
history, main practices, and effects of the new type of rural collective economy in
Jiaozuo City, combined with the study of typical cases in various places of Jiaozuo

City, it is found that the new type of rural collective economy in Jiaozuo City is in an



important period of "climbing hills and crossing ridges, blooming in multiple points";
but there are also some problems. The main problems are as follows: First, the
economic foundation is weak and regional development is unbalanced; Second, the
industrial structure is single, and the operational income is low; Third, the satisfaction
of the masses is low and the enthusiasm for participation is not high; Fourth, there is a
shortage of human resources and the quality of development needs to be improved.
Based on this, this study, on the basis of a comprehensive summary of the new type of
rural collective economy in Jiaozuo City, deeply analyzes the existing main problems
and explores the specific reasons: First, the development goals are unclear; Second,
the main responsibilities are not clear; Third, the level of operation is not high; Fourth,
the distribution mechanism is unfair; Fifth, there is insufficient internal motivation.

The fourth part focuses on extracting seven models for the development of the
new type of rural collective economy in Jiaozuo City: "Consolidating the foundation
and innovating" type, "Highlighting characteristics and industry-driven" type, "Land
trust, intensive development" type, "Agricultural experience, agricultural and tourism
combination" type, "Production services, scale income" type, "Activating resources,
leasing operation" type, "Village alliance operation, group development" type. On this
basis, it conducts a comparative analysis of the characteristics, problems, and causes
of each model, and elaborates on the basic path of innovation in the development
model of the new type of rural collective economy.

The fifth part concludes and puts forward policy recommendations. It includes
deepening the reform of the new type of rural collective economic system, clarifying
the development goals of the new type of rural collective economy, implementing the
main responsibilities of the new type of rural collective economy, optimizing the
industrial structure of the new type of rural collective economy, improving the
distribution mechanism of the new type of rural collective economy, and promoting
the development model of the new type of rural collective economy.
