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Abstract:  As a representative of social software, we chat has become an important platform
for college students' social behavior. Previous studies have shown that we chat use is affected by
personality traits, impression management and other factors. Based on the theory of impression
management, this paper investigates 253 college students' personality traits and the use of we chat
avatars. The results are as follows: (1) extroversion, openness and conscientiousness are more likely
to expect motivation; agreeableness is negatively correlated with entertainment motivation;
neuroticism, openness is negatively correlated with show off motivation. (2) The personality traits of
extraversion, agreeableness and conscientiousness are more inclined to self promotion strategy, while
openness is negatively correlated with apology strategy. (3) There was a significant positive
correlation between introspection motivation and apology strategy, and a significant negative
correlation between entertainment motivation and rationalization reason strategy. Through this study,
we hope to explore a new perspective for the study of the relationship between personality traits and
impression management.
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
