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Abstract

Entrepreneurship among college students is a commonplace issue, and in
today's digital age, the failure rate of digital companies and entrepreneurs is still high.
Review the entrepreneurial practice experience of college students and conduct a
questionnaire survey, analyze the various factors that affect their willingness to
engage in digital entrepreneurship, and summarize the factors that affect their
tendency to engage in digital entrepreneurship practice. This article mainly addresses
the following issues: (1) Identify various factors that affect college students' digital
entrepreneurship from three levels: individuals, families, and schools; (2) Among
the identified factors at various levels, analyze the factors that have a greater impact
on college students' digital entrepreneurship; (3) Based on the research and analysis
results of the survey, combined with literature, identify the theoretical basis that
affects college students' willingness to engage in digital entrepreneurship,  and
provide suggestions on how to enhance college students' willingness to engage in digital
entrepreneurship. After investigation, analysis, and literature review, the final
conclusion is drawn that the main influencing factors for college students' digital
entrepreneurship are personal professional ability, parental work education, and
school support; The level of personal understanding of entrepreneurship knowledge and
the school's entrepreneurship courses have the greatest correlation with their
entrepreneurial intentions ,  followed by the significant impact of parents' work
education and support level , and finally , the school's innovation and
entrepreneurship atmosphere affects students' enthusiasm for digital entrepreneurship.
To mobilize college students' digital entrepreneurship , it is necessary to work
together from all aspects, create a good entrepreneurial environment, mobilize
their passion for digital entrepreneurship, and provide corresponding guarantees and

assistance, guiding college students to learn through practice and practice.
