There are no man-made rule
s, as there are for such games as golf and football. There are, however, rules of a diffe
rent kind which it would be dangerous to ignore, but it is this freedom from man-ma
de rules that makes

Memory is said t be stored in the brain as a “memory trace”.what makes up this tra
ce is not known.

Other research into memory has to do with how the train works. Psychologists use
three means to find out how a person remembers, for example, give a person a groce
ry list.
