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ABSTRACT

After the elimination of absolute poverty in 2020, China's poverty alleviation
work has changed from absolute poverty to relative poverty. Compared with cities and
towns, the problem of relative poverty in rural areas is more prominent. Solving the
problem of relative poverty in rural areas is one of the next priorities. Under the
background of deepening aging, the elderly participate in rural social endowment
insurance and receive insurance benefits, which will help directly increase family
income, improve family living conditions, and alleviate the relative poverty of rural
families. In addition, absolute poverty is turning to a new stage of relative poverty,
poverty identification is still the primary task and important basis of poverty
alleviation. In view of the fact that China has not yet established a mechanism to
identify relative poverty in line with its national conditions, it has certain theoretical
and practical significance to identify rural relative poverty families from a
multidimensional perspective and study the poverty reduction effect of rural social
endowment insurance based on China's national conditions.

First, this thesis systematically combs the measurement methods of relative
poverty and the relevant literature on the implementation effect of rural social
endowment insurance, clarifies the concept and causes of relative poverty, and
analyzes the problems in the current governance of relative poverty. Secondly, based
on the multi-dimensional poverty theory, we use the dual-threshold method to measure
the relative poverty, construct a measurement system of relative poverty from five
dimensions with a total of 10 indicators, and deal with the indicators of each dimension
quantitatively. Thirdly, based on the research data of China Family Tracking Survey
2018, a probit model was established to study the impact of rural social pension
insurance on family relative poverty, and robustness test was conducted on the
empirical results of the benchmark model using the instrumental variable method and

replacement model. Finally, examine the poverty reduction mechanism of rural social



pension insurance.

The study finds that receiving rural social endowment insurance benefits can help
alleviate the relative poverty of families to a certain extent, and the more pension
received, the more obvious the relief effect. Based on the empirical results, this thesis
puts forward policy recommendations for the governance of relative poverty: first,
improve the rural social security system; Second, promote economic growth in
poverty-stricken areas by multiple means; Third, build a diversified poverty alleviation
system; Fourth, build a poverty identification and measurement system in line with
national conditions.
