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Abstract

Rural tourism has been given an important mission to promote rural economic
development, and sustainable development is the inevitable choice for rural tourism
development. Only when healthy and sustainable development is achieved, rural
tourism can bring long-term benefits to farmers and become a permanent driving
force to promote rural economic development and cultural progress. Tuanjie Street in
Xishan District of Kunming (hereinafter referred to as Tuanjie Street) has unique
natural scenery and rich national cultural resources, and has great potential for rural
tourism development. However, in the process of rapid development, many problems
have also been exposed, such as imperfect infrastructure, uneven service quality, lack
of characteristic brands and weak awareness of environmental protection, which
restrict the healthy development of rural tourism.

Taking Tuanjie Street rural tourism as the research object, this paper analyzes the
current situation of the sustainable development of rural tourism in Tuanjie Street and
identifies the existing problems in the sustainable development of rural tourism in
Tuanjie Street by using the literature research method, questionnaire survey and
statistical analysis method, and analytic hierarchy process. In terms of economic
benefits, there are problems such as imperfect transportation facilities, unsound
accommodation conditions, unreasonable tourism product development structure, and
weak market promotion. In terms of social participation, there are some problems,
such as low participation of villagers, lack of reasonable training of villagers, and
lack of long-term planning of tourism industry. In terms of ecological environment,
there are problems such as tight supply of hydropower and energy, destruction of
ecological environment and lack of pollution control. In the protection of local
cultural inheritance, there are some problems such as the inheritance and innovation
of local folk culture to be strengthened.

To solve these problems, the following countermeasures and suggestions are put

forward: first, strengthen the construction of infrastructure, promote the improvement
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of transportation, accommodation, catering and other conditions, and improve the
service quality of rural tourism; The second is to build characteristic brands, tap local
natural and cultural resources, and form tourism products with unique appeal; The
third is to strengthen environmental protection, strengthen the concept of green
development, and ensure the harmonious coexistence of rural tourism activities and
ecological environmental protection; The fourth is to strengthen the training of rural
tourism practitioners to improve their service level and professional quality. Through
the implementation of these measures, Tuanjie Street rural tourism is expected to
achieve sustainable development and provide more employment opportunities and
income sources for local farmers. The research results of this paper not only have
certain guiding significance for the sustainable development of Tuanjie street rural
tourism, but also provide useful reference for the development of rural tourism in

other areas.
